NEW STATIONS OF THE CROSS!
A new set of Stations of the Cross will be on display from Palm Sunday through
the week after Easter on the walkway from the parking lot to the sanctuary.
The Stations of the Cross started as a practice of pilgrims who walked the final
steps of Jesus in Jerusalem and was eventually brought home for those who

couldn't make the journey. The practice invites us to contemplate Jesus' death
and resurrection more deeply and intimately.



We invite the congregation and community to stop by the church at any point
to walk our outdoor Stations of the Cross installation from artist Nicholas
Markell. Start in front of the Education Building and follow the stations in order
along the brick pathway to the sanctuary and back to the parking lot along the
sidewalk. Take your time and pray as you go.
