You will save the guardian receipt and
turn that into your child's Sunday school teacher upon picking them up.

All students may be picked up from their classrooms in the Education Building. Please note that the
doors to the Education Building will be closed from 9:30-10:30am for the safety of our students. A
number is provided on the front door, should you need access during this time. Thank You.

If you would like our
community to be praying for something, please fill one out and place it in the offering plates in the
middle of the service.

The elders
with prepackaged elements will make their way around the sanctuary to serve those in need of
assistance after the others have been served.
