OCTOBER WALK-IN DINNER

The next walk-in dinner that Wyckoff Reformed Church will prepare and serve
is scheduled for Saturday, October 14th. Through your support, we are able to
continue this much needed ministry to those experiencing food insecurity. We
need at least 15 volunteers to assist with the food pickup, the food preparation
and the delivering and serving of the meal. Family Promise says they are now
serving on average 200 people each day, but when we served in August we
gave out 276 meals. Food pickup from ShopRite of Wyckoff and some of the
food prep will take place on Friday October 13th. The bulk of the food prep
and serving in Hackensack is on Saturday October 14th. Two important notes:
1 - Servers no longer need to be vaccinated; 2 - We can send four people, 18
and older to Hackensack.
